Wines by the Glass 
 

 

Chardonnay 
This white wine boasts an impressive range of flavors from buttered oak to the fresh, fruit flavors of apple, pear, citrus and melon,  

leaving a lasting palate impression. Pairs well with poultry dishes, pork, seafood or recipes that have a heavy cream base 
 

Pinot Grigio 
A dry white wine with crisp acidity that is a natural companion to seafood, particularly shellfish, fowl, light pastas, and cheese 

 

White Zinfandel 
A light, sweet white wine with a ciitrus flavor that pairs well with a crisp fruit salad,  

pasta with a cream-based-sauce, fish, pork, and other lighter meals 
 

Sauvignon Blanc 
(Seasonal) 

A dry white wine that is always tangy, tart, nervy, racy and zesty with aromas of lemon grass, grapefruit,  
lime and melon and flavors of vanilla, cream, oak and toast. Probably the best dry white wine to accompany  

a variety of foods such as salads, creamy pastas, poultry dishes and even desserts 
 

Pinot Noir 
Exhibits flavors reminiscent of sweet red berries, plums, tomatoes, cherries and at times a notable hint of earth or wood.  
This red is well-suited to pair with poultry, beef, fish, ham, lamb and pork as well as creamy sauces, spicy seasonings 

 

Merlot 
A range of fresh flavors such as plums, cherries, blueberries and blackberries mixed with black pepper tones,  
typically dominate this smooth red wine. Goes extremely well with poultry, red meat, pork, pastas and salads 

 

Cabernet Sauvignon 
“Cabs” range from medium to full-bodied and are characterized by their high tannin content which serve  

to provide structure and intrigue while supporting a rich, ripe berry, tobacco and sometimes green pepper flavor.  
Try with red meats, hearty (red) pastas, lamb, strong cheese, and chocolates (especially dark chocolate) 

 

Chianti 
A dry red wine can range from light to full-bodied and displays aromas and flavors of cherry, often roses and violets  

mingled with fairly high acidity. Goes well with all types of Italian foods as well as beef, chicken, tomato-based dishes 
 

Sangria 
(Red or White by the Glass or the Pitcher) 

Red or white wine with fresh, seasonal fruit and a bit of bubbly water or citrus-flavored soda or brandy  
creating a fruit-filled beverage that is refreshing and easy to drink with a wide variety of foods

Refined and elegant with zesty flavors and aromas of kiwi, gooseberry, pineapples and mangos complemented by creamy citrus notes  
 
 
 

Sterling Vineyards, Sauvignon Blanc “Vintner’s Collection”   (California)   26 
Crisp and lingering with aromas of citrus, lemon grass, nectarine and jasmine followed by flavors that hint of ruby grapefruit, peach and kiwi 
 
 
 

Edna Valley Vineyard, Chardonnay “Paragon”    (California)   37 
Offers smoky aromas of vanillin oak, sweet spice, white peach and pineapple with flavors of white peach and citrus on the long finish 
 
 
 

Chalone Vineyard, Chardonnay “Monterey County”   (California)    30 
An extremely fine, delicate wine with complex aromas of stone fruit, vanilla, hazelnut and brioche with a great deal of minerality 
 
 
 

Newton Vineyard, Chardonnay “Red Label”    (California)    52 
Delicate aromas of white flowers, crisp apple and toast unfolds with flavors of citrus, pear, and apricot through on the finish

New Harbor, Sauvignon Blanc     (New Zealand)   34 
Offers vibrant aromas of guava, grapefruit zest and honeysuckle with just the right balance of floral and fruity notes 
 
 

La Scolca, Gavi di Gavi “Black Label”    (Italy)    83 
Intense fruit and floral fragrance, fruity and flinty with notes of almonds, hazelnuts and walnuts on the finish 
 
 
 

Santa Margherita, Pinot Grigio     (Italy)    47 
Exhibits a clean, intense aroma and dry flavor with pleasant golden apple aftertaste 
 
 
 

Livo-Fulluga, Pinot Grigio     (Italy)    39 
Elegant and complex with notes of wild rose and acacia flowers; hints of tropical fruit, peach, apricot, licorice, anise and white pepper 
 
 
 

Lungarotti, Pinot Grigio      (Italy)    32 
Brilliant, fragrant, flavorful and well balanced with hints of spring flowers and a lingering finish 
 
 
 

Pouilly Fuisse, Louis Jadot     (France)    30 
Balanced and harmonious, echoing spicy, honeyed pineapple and pear flavors that keep livening up the long finish 
 
 
 

Trimbach, Riesling      (France)    43 
Offers notes of smoke, quince, peach and stone that’s beautifully integrated with the intensity of the fruit through a great finish

Ferrari-Carano, Sienna      (California)    72 
Supple and ripe with aromas of fresh picked berries complemented by cinnamon and mocha with a finish of chocolate and butterscotch  
 
 
 

Paso Creek, Cabernet Sauvignon     (California)   32 
Exhibits traces of black currant, eucalyptus and herbs with a hint of cherry and vanilla 

 
 
 

Simi, Cabernet Sauvignon     (California)    42 
Dense and rich offering coffee, cherry, nutmeg, plum, and then herb and currant flavors and a velvety texture 
 
 
 

Robert Mondavi, Cabernet Sauvignon “Napa”   (California)    48 
Offers an array of ripe, rich currant, anise, smoky oak and black cherry. Dense, concentrated and persistent, with great depth and focus 
 
 
 

Sterling Vineyards, Merlot “Vintner’s Collection”   (California)    35 
Aromas of jammy red fruit, vanilla, nutmeg, dark chocolate, and oak with flavors of cherries, blackberries and a lingering finish 
 
 
 

Estancia, Merlot       (California)   37 
Supple and complex, with pretty herb, currant and cedary flavors that are well focused and long on the finish  
 
 
 

Francis Coppola, Pinot Noir “Diamond Series”   (California)   43 
Straightforward tasty plum, black cherry, cinnamon and nutmeg notes, finishing with a woody flavor 
 
 
 

Provenance, Cabernet Sauvignon “Oakville”   (California)   65 
A rich, generous and well-structured wine, with layers of spicy currant, cedary oak and hints of mocha and chocolate flavors  
 
 
 

Franciscan, Magnificat      (California)   83 
Smooth and seductive with toasty oak, spice, currant and black cherry flavors. Mocha, raspberry and cinnamon come in on the finish

Ruffino, Il Ducale      (Italy)     35 
Notes of plums, cherries, black berries and mulberries, nutmeg with layers of wild cherries and blue plums and long-lasting aftertaste  
 
 
 

Ruffino, Chianti Classico “Gold Label Riserva”   (Italy)    80 
Medium-bodied with attractive aromas of lilacs and raspberries and a fruity, vanilla aftertaste. The cream of the crop 

 
 
 

Monrossa, Chianti Classico “DOCG”    (Italy)     40 
A true Italian Chianti. Medium-bodied with aromas of cherry fruits and hints of strawberry, cherry and leather on the finish 
 
 

 

Terrazas, Malbec “Reserva”     (Argentina)    37 
Powerful, with notes of raspberry, red currant and plum. Aromas of vanilla and caramel stem from its aging in oak barrels 
 
 

 

Archetype, Shiraz “Old Vines”     (Australia)    45 
Big and broad, with ripe dried cherry and spice flavors wrapped in toasty oak 
 
 
 

Capezzana, Carmignano, Sangiovese/Cabernet   (Italy)    57 
Full-bodied with intense aromas of dried fruit and hints of raisin with black pepper and ripe fruit and a very peppery finish 
 
 
 

Bodegas Montecillo, Rioja Gran Reserva    (Spain)    35 
Both elegant and concentrated with spice, licorice and gamy notes accenting a core of ripe cherry 
 
 
 

Ceretto, Barolo “Zonchera”     (Italy)    74 
Full-bodied with intense aromas of rose bushes and fruit with plenty of juicy fruit taste and chewy tannins 
 
 
 

Casa Lapostolle, Merlot “Cuvée Alexandre”   (Chile)    42 
Rich and well-defined with powerful aromas of plum and toast giving way to lush chocolate and sweet fruit flavors on the finish 
 
 
 

Borgo Conventi, Merlot      (Italy)    33 
Medium-bodied with berry, olive and cherry character, light tannins and a caressing finish 
 
 
 

Tintara, Shiraz “Reserve” alia)   85 
Broad and juicy with a generous mo

Banfi, Brunello di Montalcino     (Italy)     125 
Big, racy and full-bodied with aromas of blackberry, coffee bean and meat with velvety tannins and a long, caressing finish 
 
 
 

Ceretto, Barbaresco “Bernadot” 1999    (Italy)    128 
Full-bodied and extremely polished with enchanting floral, berry and blackberry aromas, a silky texture and a long, long finish 

 
 
 

Ferrari-Carano, Trésor      (California)    115 
Full-bodied and richly textured exuding a concentrated palate of intense red and black berries, chocolate and espresso  
 
 
 

Nickel & Nickel, Cabernet Sauvignon    (California)    138 
Intense and focused, with concentrated blackberry, chocolate, currant and cedary oak flavors that firm up nicely on the finish  
 
 
 

BV Georges de Latour, Cabernet Sauvignon “Private Reserve” (California)    168 
Full-bodied with intense aromas of black fruits, mocha, toast and briar and deeply concentrated black currant, vanilla and anise flavors 
 
 
 

Far Niente, Cabernet Sauvignon     (California)   172 
Intense, with plush currant, anise, earth and cedar flavors. The finish turns exhibits a burst of plum, berry, cedar and tobacco 
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
